MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

CS/2009/314 : INCIDENTS AT MONEYREAGH COMMUNITY FACILITY (Minute
No CS/2009/298 refers)

Councitlor Spratt emphasised the importance of staff obtaining a crime number
when notifying the PSNI of any incidents occurring at Moneyreagh Community
Centre. The Director of Administration & Community Services confirmed this had
been included in instructions to staff. She reported that there had been further
incidents at the Centre in recent weeks. Councillor Jeffers advised that he would
raise the issue at the next meeting of the DPP.
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RESOLVED: that the issue of continuing problems caused by young people at the
Moneyreagh Community Centre be raised by Councillor Jeffers at the next meeting
of the DPP,

CS/2009/315 : DUNDONALD VILLAGE REGENERATION GROUP (Minute No
CS8/2009/311 refers)

Councillor Jeffers advised that Dundonald Village Regeneration Group’s event
would be held on Wednesday 16 December 2009 and that all Members were
invited to attend.

REPORT FROM THE DIRECTOR OF ADMINISTRATION & COMMUNITY
SERVICES

SECTION 1 — ADMINISTRATION MATTERS
CS/2009/316 : LADAS DRIVE LEASE

The Director of Administration & Community Services referred to the Committee's
discussion of this matter at its last meeting (Minute No CS/2009/283 refers) and
she confirmed that the current lease with the PSNI was due to expire in May 2011,
with a further rental review due prior to that date. On this basis, she sought
consent to write to the PSNI informing them of last month’s Committee decision to
renew any further leases on a two yearly basis with a further rental review being
organised as soon as possible.

In response to a query by Councillor Spratt regarding the costs involved in
renewing the lease, the Director advised that the main cost was the District Valuer's
fee and that were no legal costs involved as the lease was amended in house.

RESOLVED: that the Council agree to renew the Ladas Drive lease for a further
two years after its expiry in 2011.

CS/2009/317 : BROOKLANDS GOSPEL CENTRE DUNDONALD ~ LAND
ISSUE

The Director of Administration & Community Services reported that a request had
been received from Brooklands Gospel Centre to regularise boundary issues that
had recently been identified following development work at their facility.

She advised that this matter dated back to 1980 when the original lease had been
drawn up and it would appear that a small section, currently occupied as Church
ground, had not been included in the original lease.
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The Director reported that, given that the Church owners had been using this
portion of land for over 12 years, there were clear adverse possession issues now
established in their title. On this basis and in order to regularise the matter, the
Church had approached the Council requesting that the boundary issues be
resolved and that the terms of their current lease be extended beyond the current
99 year arrangement.

Members were asked to note that the Church was willing to cover the Council's
legal and associated costs and approval was therefore being sought to:-

» Regularise the boundary issues as detailed
¢ Extend the term of the current lease, dated 24™ August 1981, beyond the
current 99 year period.

Councillor Long enquired as to how long the current lease had to run and whether
the Council should agree to a substantial extension without seeking some
recompense. The Director advised that she would investigate this issue and report
back to the Committee.

RESOLVED:

(a)  thatthe Council agree to regularise the boundary issues relating to
Brooklands Gospel Centre, Dundonald.

(b)  thata decision regarding extension of the lease be deferred pending further
clarification.

CS/2009/318 : CAR PARKING - CIVIC OFFICES

The Director of Administration & Community Services reported that, as Members
were aware, officers had been endeavouring to negotiate a car parking lease with
Drumkeen Holdings who were the occupiers of land adjacent to the Council offices.
She reported however that Drumkeen Holdings had subsequently advised that this
would not be possible due to the constraints of their planning approvals. She
reported that the Management Team would continue o keep this matter under
review and, in the interim, a number of parking arrangements had been put into
place at the Civic Offices to try and ease the current congestion.

REPORT FROM THE ADMINISTRATION MANAGER
SECTION 2 - CIVIC MATTERS
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CS/2009/319 : ENLER OFFICIAL OPENING

The Administration Manager reported that it was envisaged that the handover of
the building would take place during mid January 2010 with an official opening
provisionally scheduled for March 2010.

She advised that, as previously requested by the Committee, she has been in
contact with Landmark East and a working group had been established to plan the
opening arrangements,

CS/2009/320 : VISIT TO ULSTER AVIATION SOCIETY

The Administration Manager reminded Members that a visit to the Ulster Aviation
Society’s new premises at the former Maze Prison site in September had had to be
postponed. She reported that she had been contacted again by the Secretary of
the Society who was extending a further invitation to Members to visit the new
premises to view the Council’'s Jet Provost aircraft.

RESOLVED: that arrangements be made for Council members to visit the Ulster
Aviation Society in January 2010 to view the Council's aircraft

CS5/2009/321 : DONATION TO SALVATION ARMY BAND

The Administration Manager advised Members that the Salvation Army Band had
provided musical accompaniment at the Council’s Tree Lighting Ceremony on
Wednesday 25 November 2009. As it was normal custom and practice to make a
donation to bands providing this service in past years, she now sought approval to
make a donation of £200 in this respect with costs being met from the Christmas
Tree Miscellaneous budget. She confirmed that monies were available within the
budget for this expenditure.

RESOLVED: that the Council agree to make a donation to the Salvation Army
Band from the Christmas tree miscellaneous budget.

CS$/2009/322 : SOMME TRIP 2010

The Administration Manager advised Members that relevant low cost flights were
now available on line and she asked that consideration be given as to whether
representatives from the Council would be attending the 2010 Somme Pilgrimage
in order that officers could make the necessary bookings and the Council could
avalil of the competitive tariffs.

(b)  that the matter be raised at the Council meeting in December so that early
arrangements for the trip can be made in order to take advantage of low cost
flights.

CS/2009/323 : WATERLOO BALL 2010

The Administration Manager advised that the Lord Taverners’ Waterloo Ball would
be held at Cooke Rugby Club, Shaws Bridge, on Saturday 29 May 2010. She
reported that tables seating 10 persons were priced and once again, it was hoped
that this event would benefit the Mayor's Charity, Compassion UK.

The Manager asked Members to note that support of similar non-Council functions
had been highlighted by the Local Government Auditor and she referred to the
relevant comments (copy previously circulated) in order that Members were fully
appraised before making their final decision on this matter.

The Manager confirmed that this event had raised substantial sums for the Mayor’s
charity in previous years. It was noted that the Mayor would be taking one table at
the ball. After discussion it was

RESOLVED:
(a)  that the Council take a table at the Waterloo Ball 2010.

(b)  that, in accordance with the Local Government Auditor's comments,
Members would be asked to pay for tickets for any guests they wished to
bring along to the Ball.

CS/2009/324 : CARING OVER THE CENTURY - HISTORY OF FORSTER
GREEN HOSPITAL

The Administration Manager reported that the Council had received a copy of a
book entitled “Caring over the Centre — History of Forster Green” from its author
Duncan Wallace who had asked if Councillors would be interested in buying copies
with 40% of the proceeds being donated towards the Mayor's Charity. The
Manager indicated that the book was priced at £10.00. After discussion it was

RESOLVED: that the Council purchase 10 copies of the book and that any
Member who wished to obtain a copy be asked to make a donation to the Mayor's
charity.

SECTION 3 - COMMUNITY SERVICES MATTERS
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CS/2009/325 : BALLYORAN - TRANSFER OF SURPLUS FUNDING

(Councillor Jeffers and the Director of Administration & Community Services
declared an interest in this matter on the basis that they were Board Members)

Members were reminded that the Committee had previously resolved that the
£21,813.08 transferring from the Ballyoran accounts would be used towards
community facilities at the Ballyoran Centre.

The Director of Administration & Community Services reported that staff had been
asked to look at a number of possible options and recommendations regarding the
development. However, in discussions with the Finance Department, she had been
advised that £19,000 of this money had been accrued in the district fund reserve, in
expectation of the anticipated balance coming from the Ballyoran accounts. She
advised that, should Members wish to utilise the funding for community purposes, it
would be necessary to reallocate £19,000 to Capital Funding.

Members requested further clarification on the allocation of the monies that had
been transferred over from the Ballyoran accounts.

After discussion it was

RESOLVED: that the Council’'s Senior Accountant be asked to provide clarification
regarding allocation of monies transferred from the Ballyoran accounts and that this
report be brought to the Finance & General Purposes Committee.

CS/2009/326 : BALLYORAN - POTENTIAL USE OF ADDITIONAL FUNDING

The Director of Administration & Community Services advised that, as reported in
the previous minute, Community Services staff had been looking at a number of
proposals as to how monies transferred from Ballyoran could be spent and, having
considered current and existing provision at the Centre, they were of the view that a
MUGA pitch could be developed at an approximate cost of £21,000 + £9,000 for a
surrounding fence, totalling £30,000. Members were asked to note that this
provision would require an additional £9,000 spend over and above the monies
held in reserve. The Director advised that it was likely however that a MUGA would
generate income of approximately £5,000 per annum, based on a conservative
estimate of approximately 10 hours usage per week at a rate of £15 per hour during
an eight month annual usage period.

The Director advised that a MUGA pitch would be expected to last in the region of
10 years but that there would be a requirement to undertake regular maintenance
work every three years at an approximate cost of £1,500. She stated that some
additional work would also be required to the flood lighting, which would need to be
factored in to any final costs. She advised that it might be necessary to obtain
planning permission approval for the MUGA due to installation of fencing and
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increased usage and the Planning Officer was currently investigating this. The X-
TC court would not need planning permission.

The Director stated that another option was for a court with walled and roof netting
supplied by a company based in Kent at an estimated cost of £35,496 and there
would be no need for a surrounding fence.

A third option would be to simply use the money towards a refurbishment
programme at the centre, including internal decoration of the sports hall, staging,
re-sealing of sports floor and upgrading and overhaul of heating, at an approximate
cost of £8,000 - £10,000.

Councillor Beattie stated that the existing tarmac pitch at Ballyoran was in good
condition and he thought that it could be used for various sports and that all that
was required was a fence around it.

After discussion it was

RESOLVED: that officers be asked to investigate whether the existing pitch at
Ballyoran could be used and what improvements were required to bring it to a
suitable standard.

CS/2009/327 : EQUIPMENT FOR NEW ENLER CENTRE

The Director advised that, as reported under Civic Matters, the Enler Centre was
due to be handed over to Council around mid-January 2010. She stated that, in
preparation for the opening, Community Services staff had sought quotations for a
number of items of sports equipment and furniture.

Members were advised that a sum of £15k had already been agreed by Committee
and was held in capital reserve.

The Director reported that quotes had been obtained from various suppliers on the
basis of an audit of existing equipment at Ballybeen Activity Centre and items
needing to be replaced. On this basis, the following purchases were
recommended:-
